· Fluently articulate. Precise and concise. Wide working vocabulary.
· Awareness of language: its sounds, its rhythms, its origins. That it is an end in itself to be considered and studied in its own right.
· A developed technical grasp. Knowledge of grammar, of word classes, of the terms of linguistic and other textual analysis, of literary analytical terms.
· Awareness of language acquisition and of language as a system of signs.
· Reads regularly and widely. Is building a knowledge of classic and non-classic writing.
· Will research, and consider relevance of, biographical, social, historical and other contextual material to do with his/her reading. Familiarity with theories of readership and meaning.
· Is capable of perceptive, reasoned and well-substantiated analysis.
· Is aware of the need to develop knowledge because of range of external referencing and exploration of issues that English studies might entail.
· Is aware of philosophical and canonical issues to do with literary and other English written texts e.g. evocation of time, representational constructions, polysemy…
