· Be keen to develop their knowledge of the histories of respective mass media
· Acquire and employ terms such as ‘representation’ and ‘genre’ that facilitate media analysis

· Research books, internet and journals in order to build up an academic grasp of the media

· Develop vocabulary and articulacy so as to enhance expression of ideas orally and on paper
· Develop ability to work with computer software and cameras so as to facilitate creation of high quality coursework

· Be prepared to study media primary products such as DVD covers and magazines closely so as to absorb codes and conventions involved which are vital to high quality replication in coursework
· Is keen to develop knowledge of wider, historical, social, political and other issues that may help to produce understanding
